The Progress check at age two was a new requirement within the 2012 EYFS statutory framework and remains a requirement in EYFS 2014. Please see our ‘Guide to completing the Progress check at age two’ sheet for more details about the check.
There is no prescribed format for completing the written summary of the progress check, but the actual progress check needs to include the following for at least the three prime areas of learning & development:

· areas in which the child is progressing well;

· areas in which some additional support might be needed;

· any areas where there is a concern that a child may have a developmental delay; and

· the activities and strategies you intend to adopt to address any issues or concerns.

It might be best to fill this summary on your computer rather than print it out and free-hand write it so that you can expand the spaces where need to add in extra activities and strategies that you intend to adopt to address any issues or concerns for each area.

Using your existing observation, assessment and plan records complete the written summary for each of the three prime areas of learning & development, making sure you cover all the bullet points above.
Use the ‘Development Matters in the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS)’ document or ‘Early Years Outcomes’ document, available to download from our site www.thechildmindingcafe.co.uk for inspiration and to gauge development against the overlapping age bands. Mark which band the child’s development most fits in for each aspect by circling the appropriate level below each aspect in the table.
